Shortly before 4 o’clock this morning 
about fifty men appeared at the jail 
and one of them demanded admission 
on the plea of identification, Sheriff 
Kvlchner refused admittance to any one 
while the orowd remained, and they 
fell backward a lew feet.

Another formal demand being made 
a slight dernnr was made by the Deputy 
Sheriff at tbe door, bnt this was only 
the signal for an assault. The door 
wts then broken in, despite the resis­
tance of the Sheriff. While the door 
was being forced quite a melee occurred 
with the officers, and even after the 
negro had been brought nut into tbe 
opsu air Ur. Kslohner made another at­
tempt to rescue his prlsouer. He was 
immedi' tely caught and bold by two or 
three of the party. In his straggles he 
received a oat oa the arm.

The orowd hnrried Diggs off, hi? 
ankle irons clanking as he was forced 
down the road at a quiok trot. He was 
taken up the road leading to Darnes- 
town, a man guarding him on each 
side. While being taken to the soene 
of his execution he seemed qnite calm 
and said he was willing to die. The 
iHdifferenoe he showed is said to have 
awakened suspicion even among the 
party who thus took the law in their 
own hands. An effort was made to 
force him to relate the details of his as­
sault upon Mrs. Trohiffely, but bsyond 
acknowledging the fact that be com­
mitted tbe crime he would make no 
confession.

Tbe details of the crime eommitted 
by-Diggs are that he entered the resi 
dence of Mrs. James Tsohiffeiy, a high­
ly esteemed married lady, whose hus­
band, a prominent citizen of Montgom­
ery, was absent in another county on 
business. Tbe lady was seated at a 
table engaged in reading, when tbe 
negro suddenly sprang into the room, 
and, seizing her by tbe throat, choked 
her into a condition of eemi-con“oious- 
ness, and threatened, if she made an 
appeal for aid, to murder her and hum 
tiie house. He then dragged the terri­
fied woman np the staircase and kept 
her a prisoner in ber room daring tbe 
night, rep-atedly assaulting her. He 
left the room early in the morning, and 
thinking that he had fled, his victim 
managed to leave the honse and started 
to the residence of a neighbor.

The negro, however, was lying in 
wait, and, upon meeting her on the 
lawn, seized her by the hair of the 
head and dragged her back 
to the honse, where, after subjecting 
her to further gross assaults he strnok 
her over the head with a chair. The 
blow fell with crushing foroe, cutting 
the face and head of the lady, foroing 
her eyes almost from their sockets. She 
was, besides, terribly disfigured, her 
neok and face being horribly cut and 
swollen and disoolored. The negro then 
escaped. Mrs. Tsohiffeiy regained con- 
solonsDess, and nnder the care of a 
physiolan is improving. She is 35 
years of age and a lady of recognized 
social position, attractive personally 
and entertaining in manner.]
